It's important that you carefully read and follow this manual both for your own safety and to take care of
your RAWBIKE properly.

SAFETY RECOMMENDATIONS

Before heading out on your RAWBIKE for the first time, it's important that you carefully check all screws
and nuts on the following parts: handlebars, fenders, stem, frame, front and rear wheels, seat post,
pedal arms, and pedals. Make sure these are securely tightened to ensure your safety and to avoid any
problems during your ride.

Additionally, ensure that the braking system is properly attached and functioning correctly. A thorough
inspection before hitting the road will contribute to a safe and trouble-free cycling experience.
Remember, your safety is paramount, so take the time to perform these checks before venturing out on
your RAWBIKE for the first time.

IMPORTANT!

Always be attentive when riding your RAWBIKE on roads, bike paths, and trails. Always follow local
traffic regulations.

For safety reasons, there's approximately a 1.5-second delay before the motor reaches full power. As
soon as you engage either of the brake levers, motor assistance will cease.

IMPORTANT!

When making a sharp turn or U-turn, make sure to lightly apply the brakes simultaneously to deactivate
the motor through the turn. Before setting out on your new RAWBIKE, ensure it has been correctly
assembled.

Make sure to regularly check that you have the correct tire pressure. Low tire pressure can damage the
tire and increase the likelihood of punctures. Low pressure also leads to increased friction against the
surface, which consumes more of the battery's capacity.



SECURITY CONTINUED ...

RAWBIKE comes with tires that have a recommended tire pressure between 0.4 and 2.1 bar. If you use
your RAWBIKE year-round, in environments with extensive exposure to moisture and cold, it's important
to regularly check the sealing at the cable entries (front and rear) under the battery to ensure that no
moisture reaches the control box. If necessary, you can apply silicone to enhance the sealing. Four keys
are included with the battery upon delivery.

IMPORTANT!

RAWBIKE does not stock duplicates, and the keys are unique to each battery. Therefore, we recommend
storing these keys separately as lost keys can make it difficult to remove the battery from the bike frame.
If you allow someone else to ride your RAWBIKE, make sure they are informed about the bike's features
and safety regulations. The recommended maximum weight for RAWBIKE is 120 kg.

Also, be careful not to exceed the maximum height of the saddle if the rider is tall.

When it's time to replace the battery, remember to recycle it at a recycling station. Do not disassemble
or attempt to repair your RAWBIKE yourself. Instead, visit a bicycle workshop that is an authorized e-
bike repairer.

IMPORTANT!

When reinstalling the battery, the battery track on the back should slide down onto the battery rail. Be
careful to ensure that the rail is truly in the battery. If you "miss the rail," the battery may become skewed
and short-circuit.

The recommended tire pressure for the standard wheels
on your RAWBIKE is between 0.4 - 2.1 bar. A good starting
point is to pump to around 1.5 bar and then adjust the
pressure according to your personal preferences. You can
feel whether you prefer a softer or firmer ride and adjust
the pressure accordingly.

For further guidance, we also recommend reviewing the
recommendation text on the tire for any specific
instructions or recommendations regarding tire pressure.
This will help you achieve an optimal riding experience
and ensure that your tires are correctly inflated to meet
your needs and expectations.
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BATTERY

Charging the battery

To charge the battery on your bike, there are two options: either you connect the charger directly to the battery
on the bike, or you remove the battery from the bike and connect it to the charger. Regardless of which option
you choose, always connect the charger to the battery first, and then plug it into the wall outlet.

To remove the battery from the bike, start by lifting off the saddle. Make sure the key is turned to the UNLOCK
position to release the pin that holds the battery in the frame. Then lift the battery out using the carrying handle.
The charging time for the battery is approximately 6-7 hours. During the first charge, it usually doesn't take as
long because the battery comes partially charged. However, we still recommend leaving the battery connected
for at least 5 hours the first time you charge it.

When you start charging the battery, a red indicator light on the charger will illuminate. When the battery is fully
charged, a green indicator light will illuminate, and the charging to the battery will automatically stop.

To maximize the lifespan of the battery, we recommend not regularly letting it drain completely. Lithium
batteries perform best when regularly charged. The battery on RAWBIKE is designed to withstand 800 - 1000

full charge cycles. If you are going to store the battery for an extended period, it should be left fully charged.

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ADJUST THE POSITION OF THE CALLIPERS

When using your RAWBIKE, the brake pads are gradually worn. When you notice that the braking force
decreases, adjust so that the climax approaches the brake disc. Always keep them under careful
observation and replace them when they are worn out and the braking layer of the coating is worn out.
If you are unsure, please consult the nearest bicycle shop. Here's how to adjust and change your brakes:

1. Loosen the break calipers

Use the included multi-tool to loosen the yoke. It
should be so loose that you can move it with some
resistance.

2. Center the caliper

Align the caliper so that the brake disc goes right
between the brakes. When satisfied, spin the
wheel to check that the brake disc runs freely.

3. Tighten smoothly

When you are satisfied, pull the hexagonal screws.
Be aware that you do not move your adjusted
caliper.
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ADJUST THE GEARS

Your RAWBIKE is equipped with a Shimano Acera 7-speed rear axle, which enables comfortable
operation at both low and high speeds. To switch, simply press the two gear controls on the handle.
Each click switches one step up / down. Ensure that you easily pedal the pedals while switching as this
prolongs the life of the bearings. If your rear gear changes unclean, you can easily adjust this. This
makes you easier with your RAWBIKE lifted.

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WARRANTY BATTERY

To ensure the warranty for your battery is valid, you need to ensure that the voltage always remains at
least 41V. To ensure this, make sure to fully charge the battery at least every 30 days. Otherwise, there is
a risk that the cells of the 48V battery will be permanently damaged, reducing its maximum capacity. For
further information, visit www.rawbike.se We recommend that you periodically (at least every six
months) take your RAWBIKE to an authorized electric bike workshop for inspection.

MAINTENANCE

To avoid surface rust, make sure to wipe down your RAWBIKE with a dry cloth after use in damp
conditions. This is especially important if you ride on salted road surfaces. Regularly clean the chain and
sprockets and use grease (we recommend lithium grease). Even a stainless steel chain will develop
surface rust if not maintained regularly. Lubricate the folding parts and bottom bracket of the bike
regularly with grease.
